AO3). Therefore, candidates should
aim for a balance in their response
with a similar amount of AO1 and
AO3 material.

For 20 mark questions without a
scenario, there are more AO3 marks
available than AO1 (8 AO1, 12 AO3).
Therefore, candidates should aim for
an imbalance in their response with
a greater amount of AO3 material
than AO1.

The amount of AO2 marks for an
extended open response question
with a scenario will always be
capped at 4 marks, so for a 16 mark
question with a scenario there are 6
AO1, 4 AO2, 6 AO3 available.
Therefore, candidates should aim for
a balance between their AO1 and
AO3 material which should be of a
greater amount than their AO2.

Candidates need a balance of AO1
and AO2 content as the marks
available are 4 AO1, 4 AO2.

The higher levels (level 3 and 4)
require candidates to demonstrate
an awareness of competing
arguments for AO2.

Candidates should be precise when
drawing and label their diagrams
where necessary with appropriate
labels.

For 8 and 12 mark questions without
a scenario, there are the same AO1
and AO3 marks available. Therefore,
candidates should aim for a balance
in their response with a similar
amount of AO1 and AO3 material.
For 16 and 20 mark questions
without a scenario, there are more
AO3 marks available (10/16 or
12/20) Therefore, candidates should
aim for an imbalance in their
response with a greater amount of
AO3 material than AO1.

The amount of AO2 marks for an
extended open response question
with a scenario will always be
capped at 4 marks.

For a 12 mark question with a
scenario there are 4 AO1, 4 AO2, 4
AO3 available. Therefore, candidates
should aim for a balance between
their AO1, AO2, and AO3 material.
For a 16 mark question with a
scenario there are 6 AO1, 4 AO2, 6
AO3 available. Therefore, candidates
should aim for a balance between
their AO1 and AO3 material which
should be of a greater amount than
their AO2.

Always involves AO3 for
reasoning/justification and
candidates should also apply to the
context if a scenario is given or the
guestion is relation to their practical
work.
