This guidance exemplifies what you should see in work 8t each mark band,

Mark Band 2:

Learmers working bo mark band 2 will have gathered information, with most of this being relevant b the project aims. Some areas of dedsion making and sslection will be demonstrated and thene
will have been experimentation with a limited range of processes, materlals and techniques. Recording of ideas will be straightforward but probably unrefined and while the response |s methodical,
leading to realisation of Intentions, these may be superficial in conneclon with the contextual and cultural referencing. Emerging work will show some individual qualities and personal responses that
connect bebween the gathered sources of reference and the Anal work. Review of work will show evidence of some planning and forethought. Learmers will be able o describe thelr working practice
and cregkive intentions.

Mark Band 3:

Learmers working bo mark band 3 will have gethered Information from two or more different sources which they will heve explored through sustained investigations. The work will heve been reviewsd
reqularly, demonstrating some use of critical understanding and salection. There will have been some creative developments with a range of processes, materiale and techniques. Recording of ideas
will use appropriate visual and written technigues and ideas and issues will be understood dearly. The eriginal intentions will be realised and the finkshed werk will meet the requirements of the rief.
The project elements will show some connection. Presentation will be sleguate, and there will be some reflection of sverall achisvement. The results of explorations snd idess generation will be
recognized buk not developed bo affer alternative solutiens. Variations in approach may be considersd but nok pursued In depth.

Mark Band 4

The work for mark band 4 will demonstrate a creative engagement with the subject that is supported by purposeful Investigation. A consistent spproach will be evidenced througheut the work,
showing & considerad, inventive combining of techniques and use of equipment and machinery. Ideas will demonstrate use of & broadening range of processes and materials that will have been
snurced and analysed through critical selection, Visual and weithen work will be Informative and accerste, describing in detail indhvidual qualities, personal resporses and the reasons for them. The
potential of the project for meeting learners’ crestive intentions will have been recognised and explored. The recorded evidence of the processes and development of deas and technigues will have
been clearly and accurataly steted using & variety of different methods, such as drawing, writing, photography, Blogs, social nebworking, AL thig level the work will demonstrate a creative flow and
dear mnnection between all the elements of the project. Analysis will show how Ideas and selection of techniques, materials and processes have been refined snd developed according ko purpose and
intention, with reference to current trends,

Mark Band 5

Learners working te mark band 5 will have demonstrated sustained motivation. A diverss range of keas will have been explored showing imaginative development, The learner will have worked with
enthusiasm, applying critical judgernent and an understanding of complex esues. Contexts and sources will have baen sought out from & range of primary and secondary research, leading to diverse
exploration of keas, The potential of the profect in meeting the learner's cregtive intentlon will have been explored and related to concepts, developments and application of materials and media.
Experimertation will be erlginal and the use of materials will be assured. The wark will show a critical, individual response o creative problem solving. Persenal developrrent and progress through the
prefect will be recorded Imaginatively and sugparting Information will be clear. AL this level learners will have used different sources ko galn apinion and Insight into thelr work, Sources could include
drawing, writing, photography, video, Blogs, soelal nebwork sibes, use of mabile devices and electronie presentations. Learners will ke able to justify thelr selectlon Bnd application of ideas, exploration
of media and subsequent design develapment throughout the project,

Using this assessment grid
This assessment grid is designed to help you accurately apply the assessment criterls bo come to a final mark out of 30 for each learmer. You can use this assessment grid as & cover sheet bo present
the work bo the moderator and space has been provided to fll In the relevant learmer details at the top.

In order to award & mark within any given band the leamer must fully mest each of the three criterla for that band. Once you have ascertained which band Is the highest that bhe leamer has fully met
all three eriteria, the "swarding of mark’ column In the grid explalng how to place the mark within the band. If a learmer has only just met the critera then the lowest mark in the band 18 swarded. If
they consigtently meet the criberia the mid marks in the band are awsrded. IF they consistently mest the criteria Bnd have some evidence partially mesting the criterls for the next mark band up the
higher marks in the band are awarded.

You ean use Ehe grid to Hck where you belleve criteria have been fully met, partially met o not met to help you dedde what mark to award. For example, you decide that Leamer A has fully met all
three criteria for mark band 3 o you tek the three FM boxes in mark band 3. Looking 3t mark band 4 you decide Learner A has some evidence that partially meets those eriterla so you ek the

redevant PM boxes in mark band 4 to Indicate this. As Learner A has not fully met the criteria for mark band 4 they cannot be awarded a mark In that band. They have evidence fully meeting criteria
for mark band 3 and some evidence partially meeting mark band 4 criteria - therefore they should be awarded 17 or 18 marks depending on how close they are to achleving mark band 4.
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
