	Learning aim A: Understand tools, materials and equipment used in painting and decorating

	1 (cont.)
	Topic A.1: Tools in painting and decorating
Purpose and properties of each tool and the appropriate methods of use and storage required to ensure the safety of users, the security of tools and the prevention of injury to personnel, loss or damage through incorrect use or storage.
Surface preparation tools, including:

· sizes of scraper, filling knife, putty knife, shavehook, caulking board, hacking knife, hot air stripper, dusting brush, sanding block.

Paint application tools, including:

· paint kettle, paintbrush sizes and different filling types, paint roller frames and sleeve options, paint roller tray, scuttle.

Wallpaper hanging tools, including:

· paperhanging brush sizes, paperhanging shears knife, decorators straight edge, paste bucket, paste brush, paste table, spirit level, plumb line, decorators sponge, seam roller, tape rule, pencil.
	Teacher/tutor presentation about preparation and paint application tools. 

Group discussion on when the different tools would be used.
Tutor input: provide a range of tools, labelled a–h, etc. 

Paired activity: provide learners with a list of the names of the tools provided, so that the learners can match the names to the labelled tools.

Individual activity: provide learners with a painting and decorating scenario and ask them to select the tools that they think this scenario would require.

	Topic A.2: Materials in painting and decorating
Purpose and properties of each material and the appropriate methods of use and storage required to ensure the safety of users, security of materials and prevention of loss or damage through incorrect use of storage.
· Surface preparation materials: coated abrasives papers (aluminium oxide, sand, wet and dry), abrasive powders and compounds, liquid paint removers, detergents and washing materials (sugar soap, surface cleaners), fillers (powder-based, ready-mixed).

· Types of paint and use: water-based paints, solvent-based paints, acrylic, undercoat, paint finishes (soft sheen, satin, gloss, matt, silk), non-drip, solid emulsion. 
	Teacher/tutor presentation on surface preparation materials and types of paint.
Learner activity: collect samples of abrasives, stating when used and grades, and complete a ‘cheat sheet’ showing the collected abrasives alongside their names, the grades that each is available in, and when/where each would be used. 

Research various paint finishes and then do the same for paint as for abrasives, by describing the type of paint/where it was found, where it is used, whether it is water- or solvent-based, and its level of sheen.

	· Wallpaper types and use: lining papers, relief coverings (Anaglypta™, foamed vinyl, woodchip), standard wallpapers, washable wallpapers, paper-backed vinyl, flock.

· Wallpaper adhesives and use: pastes (cellulose, universal grade, fungicidal, grade).
	Teacher/tutor presentation on wallpaper types and their uses and different adhesives.

Learner activity: interact with teacher/tutor presentation; Q&A and discussion.

Group activity: learners to collect samples of wallpapers and describe their uses, then do the same for wallpaper as for abrasives and paints in lesson 2 (e.g. collect a sample of wallpaper and list against each sample its name, the paste you would use with each paper, where you would use each paper and an advantage of using each type of paper).
	

	4
	Topic A.3: Equipment for painting and decorating
Know the purpose of each item of equipment and the appropriate methods of use and storage required to ensure the safety of users, the security of equipment and the prevention of injury to personnel, loss or damage through incorrect use or storage.
· Personal protective equipment (PPE): safety footwear, overalls, hand protection, barrier cream, eye protection, dust masks.

· Access equipment: stepladders, hop-ups, trestle working platforms. 
	Teacher/tutor input on types of PPE and access equipment used in painting and decorating. 
Small group activity: learners to write on sticky labels the damage that can be caused if not wearing the correct PPE. Then to stick labels on the appropriate parts of a volunteer within the group.

Paired activity: learners should practise erecting and dismantling each type of equipment listed in the specification.

	Teacher/tutor input: give an overview of assignment requirements, the nature of the assessment and the timeline for completion and submission.

Learner activity: work on assignment.
	

	Learning aim B: Develop practical skills using safe working techniques to complete surface preparation tasks and apply surface finishes

	Topic B.1: Health and safety
Risk assessment prior to starting and procedures to follow during the practical activity.
Identification of hazards and risks associated with the practical activity, including:

· slips, trips and falls

· cuts, injuries or ailments caused by tools and equipment

· abrasive materials, solvents, fungicidal pastes, dust

· falling objects

· untidy work areas

· musculoskeletal injuries caused by bending or stretching.

Identification of people at risk.

Identification of appropriate control measures to remove or minimise the risks.

Adoption of safe working practices, including use of PPE.
	Teacher/tutor presentation on safe working techniques using PS 9, and on completing risk assessments. 
Paired activity: learners should produce a list of possible hazards associated with all practical tasks.

Group activity: feedback on hazards. Learners should complete a risk assessment for their practical activity. 
	

	7
	Topic B.2: Preparing surfaces
Develop practical skills by preparing previously painted surfaces to receive paints and wallpapers using appropriate techniques, including:
· washing, cleaning and dusting surfaces 

· filling large surface defects, including holes, cracks and dents

· filling minor surface imperfections, including nail holes, scratches, minor dents and score marks

· abrading filled and unfilled surfaces to ensure a smooth finish prior to the application of paints and wallpapers.
	Teacher/tutor presentation on preparation of surfaces using a practical demonstration.

Learner activity: practise cleaning, filling and abrading surfaces prior to the application of paints.

	Topic B.3: Applying paints
Develop practical skills by selecting and preparing appropriate water-based and solvent-based paints to previously painted wall areas and skirting boards by roller and brush using appropriate techniques, including:
· applying paint to a flat wall area by roller

· using paintbrushes to cut in around  the edges of a roller-painted wall area.
	Teacher/tutor input:  lead discussion on water-based and solvent-based paints.

Learner activity: complete an activity about choosing the right paint for different surfaces.

Teacher/tutor demonstration of paint application techniques (brush and roller).

Learner activity: practise cutting-in skills and roller work.
	

	9
	Topic B.3: Applying paints
Develop practical skills by selecting and preparing appropriate water-based and solvent-based paints to previously painted wall areas and skirting boards by roller and brush using appropriate techniques, including:
· applying paint to skirting boards by brush.
	Teacher/tutor demonstration of applying solvent-based paint techniques.

Learner activity: watch and listen, then practise the application. Complete an activity on the characteristics of solvent and water-based paints.

	Topic B.4: Hanging wallpaper
Develop practical skills by hanging simple patterned wallpapers to previously prepared straight walls using appropriate techniques, including:
· measuring and cutting wallpaper to the required length prior to hanging

· applying paste to wallpaper prior to hanging

· hanging wallpaper to a straight wall with no internal or external angles and no switches, sockets or other obstacles.
	Teacher/tutor demonstration of wallpaper hanging.

Learner activity: use lining paper to practise measuring, cutting, pasting and hanging/smoothing techniques.
	

	11
	Develop practical skills by hanging simple patterned wallpapers to previously prepared straight walls using appropriate techniques, including:

· hanging wallpaper to a straight wall with no internal or external angles and no switches, sockets or other obstacles

· ensuring that adjacent surfaces are left clean and free from paste.
	Teacher/tutor recap on pasting and hanging techniques, using PS 12, followed by demonstration on hanging patterned wallpaper. Emphasis on safe working practices and keeping a clean, tidy work area.

Learner activity: practise hanging a patterned paper over the top of the lining paper.

Individual activity: complete activities about matching the symbols shown on wallpaper to their meanings, and about arranging a series of paperhanging tasks in order.

	Develop practical skills by hanging simple patterned wallpapers to previously prepared straight walls using appropriate techniques, including:

· hanging wallpaper to a straight wall with no internal or external angles and no switches, sockets or other obstacles

· ensuring that adjacent surfaces are left clean and free from paste.
	Teacher/tutor recap on patterned wallpaper.

Learner activity: watch and listen, then complete practice with patterned wallpapers.
