1.2 Good level of detail from 
Assessor, with timings included. 
This is good practice.

“up the hill” not the same as the 
MS but is a reasonable variation.

“manager spoke with she”
acceptable variation. Assessor 
can simply tick these although 
they should note variations. 

Armands has mentioned 7 other 
things.  If he’d only said “manager 
spoke with she”  “some directions”
“up the hill” then this wouldn’t have 
been enough. Assessor needs to use 
professional judgement.

Assessor has written ‘as above’, 
which shows that the responses 
noted for 1.1, 1.2 are sufficient to 
meet 2.2, 2.3. This is acceptable.
