
GUIDELINES

You MUST comment on language AND structure
You don't need to have the same number of language and structure points. It is the quality of the response and the development of the points that is rewarded. Make sure you comment on vocabulary choices and sentence structures and you have covered both. 
Use some grammatical terms: noun, verb, adjective, compound sentence, etc.
Use short, embedded quotations followed by an explanation of their impact on the reader



LANGUAGE

· Word choices: comment on vocabulary you find powerful/unusual/interesting and what impact it has on the reader
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Try to use the names of the class of word (verbs, nouns, adverbs, etc.)
· Figurative language (imagery, simile, metaphor, personification)
· The tone that the words chosen create: formal/informal, angry, humorous
· Rhetorical devices: sets of 3, rhetorical questions
· Impact of any direct speech/quotations used by the writer


STRUCTURE 


· Types of sentences used, (long/short, simple, compound, complex) and their impact on the reader
· Use of punctuation for effect: exclamation marks, question marks, brackets, suspension dots
· Use of connectives to develop or contrast points being made
· Shifts in ideas, attitudes, topics from the beginning of the extract to the end
· Shifts within paragraphs: moving from the wide view to the particular examples, or from particular to wide
· Repetition of words or phrases across the extract 
· Rhetorical devices: sets of 3, rhetorical questions
