Text explorers

Text explorers can be used as a way into a mark scheme, or as a way
to inspire students to stretch themselves. This can start off with some
broad group discussion.

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Text explorers — lower levels

* Limited/limited comment:

o At a basic level, students are more visitors to the text — they
find things and identify them.

* Comment:

o Moving up from the bottom, they move between visitors and
reviewers, where they find things that may seem unconnected
and comment on them, for example ‘an adjective which
describes’.

Text explorers — mid level

* Explanation:

o At the middle level, they are more secure reviewers — they
explain features, for example ‘the adverb ‘dreary’ suggests
things had been sad and boring'’.
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Text explorers — moving up

Exploration/developed:

o Above the middle, students become explorers. They know
what they are looking for, and there is more detailed
consideration of what has been gathered from the text with
some sense of how what is found links together to show
key findings about their expedition. This is where students

look more closely, and comment on more than just vocabulary
and sentence structure.

Text explorers — top levels
