The candidate uses mostly relevant informati on and sequences of 2 or 3 words 
which are accurate . The first senten ce has errors which hinder clarity but , overall, 

the meaning of the information is understood.  Vocabulary and grammatical 
structures are familiar and straightforward. A simple opinion is expressed, with a 

reason given.

Examiner comment:  

The candidate gives relevant information and opinions, and produces simple 
sentences with some linking.

The candidate uses relevant informa tion and gives short descriptions and opinions 

There are some simple sentences which are linked but 
there are instances of ambiguity (such as óIls très sportifô and óElle a yeuxô) which 

hinder the clarity of communication.

The ca ndidate presents very limited information wit h single words and phrases  

with a reliance on the language of the stimulus material . There is  only  limited 
success in referring to present and future events with an attempt to address the 
second bullet point in the question. Vocabulary and grammatical stru ctures are 

basic and insecure.

The candidate provides some brief information and has occasional success in
