	· To understand the differences of living in a democracy and in a dictatorship.

· Create a timeline to show the main events 1918–45.
· Put images of German history and personal recollections from letters and diaries into the correct chronological order on the timeline.

	· What problems faced Weimar Germany in the years 1919–23?

The problems facing Germany in the immediate post-war years, including the Spartacist Uprising, the terms of the Treaty of Versailles and reactions to this within Germany. The formation and constitution of the Weimar Republic and the problems it faced in the years to 1923, including challenges from left and right, the Kapp Putsch, the formation of the National Socialist Party.

	· To understand the effects of the Treaty of Versailles on Germany.
· To understand how both opposition groups and the constitution caused problems in early post-war Germany.
· To explain the beliefs of the Nazi Party in the early 1920s.


	· Use sources to examine reactions to the Treaty of Versailles.
· Debate which terms of the Treaty of Versailles will cause the most problems for the Weimar Republic.
· Record similarities and differences between the Spartacist Uprising and the Kapp Putsch: aims, participants, how it was dealt with, reasons for failure. 

· Define key terms: Weimar Constitution, President, Chancellor, Reichstag, Article 48, proportional representation.
· Read the Programme of the German Workers’ Party of 1920 and explain which groups of people each clause might appeal to.

	· Did the Weimar Republic recover from its early problems during the 1920s?

The challenges of 1923: the key events, including the invasion of the Ruhr, hyperinflation and the Munich Putsch. Recovery after 1923 – ‘The Golden Years’? The significance of the work of Stresemann 1923–29, including the introduction of the Rentenmark, the Dawes and Young Plans and Germany’s entry to the League of Nations. 

	· To understand people’s different experiences of hyper-inflation. 

· To decide whether the Munich Putsch was a total failure for the Nazi Party.
· To decide if Stresemann successfully solved the problems facing Weimar Germany.

	· Use personal recollections to examine the effects of the economic crisis of 1923.

· Write profiles, diary entries or role-play a businessman, farmer, housewife, ex-soldier, and retired person to show their reactions to events in 1923.
· Draw a storyboard of the events of the Munich Putsch. 

· Produce a news report or create a radio broadcast about Hitler’s trial.
· In pairs, one writes a speech claiming that Germany’s problems were solved in the 1920s and another that the problems were not solved.
· Write an obituary for Stresemann.

	· Why did support for the Nazi Party grow so quickly after 1928?

Support for the Nazi Party from different social groups in the years to 1929. Reasons for growth including changes of tactics and in Nazi Party organisation. Reasons for its dramatic increase after 1929, including the appeal of Hitler, the role of propaganda, the role of the SA and the economic and political consequences for Germany of the Wall Street Crash of 1929.
	· To understand the reasons why different social groups supported the Nazis.
· To understand the ways in which the Nazi Party developed in the 1920s.
· To understand the consequences of the Great Depression in Germany.

	· Rank re-organisation, different methods to gain power, propaganda, appeal of Hitler and the SA as factors in the growth of the Nazi Party.
· Use propaganda posters to explain Nazi ideas and which groups posters were aimed at.
· In groups, write profiles for a character, explaining why they voted for the Nazis in the 1932 elections.

	· How was the Nazi State created by 1934?

The reasons why and steps by which Hitler was able to gain total power in Germany: the significance of the existing constitution, the elections of 1932 and the role of von Papen and von Hindenburg in 1932–33; the key events of 1933–34, including the Reichstag Fire, the Enabling Act, the banning and removal of rival power groups, political parties and trade unions; the significance of the Night of the Long Knives, the army oath of allegiance and the death of von Hindenburg. The nature of Hitler’s role as Führer.
	· To examine the significance of different key events between January 1933 and August 1934 in Hitler’s rise to power.
· To understand how Germany changed from a democracy to a one-party state in the years 1933–34.
	· Rate in order of significance the events between January 1933 and August 1934 for Germany to become a one-party state.
· Categorise the key events between January 1933 and August 1934 into Hitler’s political skill or mistakes by Hitler’s opponents.
· In groups, each person takes a different key event in Hitler’s rise to power and produces a newspaper report or radio broadcast.
· Create a storyboard of key events in Hitler’s rise to power in the years 1933–34.

	· How did the Nazi government control Germany?
Nazi control of behaviour in Germany and influence on attitudes by national and local groups, methods and systems: the role of the SS and Himmler, concentration camps and local wardens; laws restricting civil liberties; control of the press, political parties and opposition groups and individuals; control of churches, including the establishing of the Concordat and the Reich Church. The role of Goebbels, the uses of censorship, and the purpose and effectiveness of different types of propaganda, including radio, films, posters, rallies.
	· To explain the different elements of the police state: the SA, SS, Gestapo and early concentration camps.
· To explain the ways in which the Nazis spread propaganda.
· To explain the different methods that the Nazis used to deal with the Catholic and Protestant churches. 
	· Research a Nazi concentration camp.

· In pairs, each write a letter to a friend in Germany as if in 1936, which then your partner has to censor.
· Research the Berlin Olympics of 1936 as a case study to show how the Nazis used the event for propaganda purposes.

The nature and extent of opposition and resistance, both in the pre-war

period and the war years, including the role of the Catholic and Protestant Churches, the significance of Pastor Niemöller, the White Rose Group (1942–3) and the July Plot of 1944.
	· To understand the difficulties facing opposition groups living in a dictatorship.
· To understand the methods and motives of different opposition groups in Nazi Germany.

	· Write an obituary for Niemöller and Bonhoeffer or another leading Church figure such as Galen, focusing on how they opposed the Nazis and how they were treated by the Nazis.
· Write a storyboard or an obituary for Sophie or Hans Scholl.
· Produce a newspaper report on the July Plot, 1944.

	· In what ways did the Nazi government change the lives of women and young people?

Nazi policies towards young people and women; their importance to the Nazi state and party, including the nature and purpose of education in schools for boys and girls; the role and effectiveness of youth movements 1933–45, including preparation for war, charity work and military role in the war years. The emergence of rebel groups, for example the Edelweiss Pirates. The role of women within the family, society and employment, and changes to their role during the pre-war period and the war years: women’s contribution to the German Home Front 1939–45.
	· To understand why young people were so important to the Nazi government.
· To understand the importance of women to the Nazi government.
· To understand the contribution made by young people and women to the war effort.
	· Explain, from images and documents, the activities that were offered by youth movements. 
· Design a pamphlet encouraging children to sign up for a Hitler Youth Camp.

· Annotate Nazi propaganda images of German women.
· Read the document advertising the Reich School for Brides and Mothers and list the skills which were seen as important for women. 

· Research images to show how the role of women changed during the Second World War.

	· To explain the Nazi Party’s economic policies.
· To understand the changes to workers’ lives in Nazi Germany.
· To decide if the economy improved under the Nazi government.
	· In pairs one write one speech that argues workers’ lives improved under the Nazis and another speech that workers’ lives did not improve.
· Write two diary entries: one for a German worker who has benefitted from the Nazi government and another who has suffered.

The importance of Nazi beliefs in Aryan supremacy and the ‘master race’. The treatment of minority groups, including Jews, gypsies and disabled people. Changes in discrimination and persecution 1933–39, including concentrations camps, the shop boycott, Nuremberg Laws and Kristallnacht. The escalating persecution during the war years to 1945 including the use of ghettoes and the ‘Final Solution’.

· To understand the changes in Nazi persecution of the Jews in the years 1933 to 1939

· To understand the changes in the Nazi persecution of the Jews in the years 1939 to 1945
