The role play tasks do not need extended
responses and best practice is to keep answers to what is required in the bullet points.
Unfortunately, where candidates gave longer responses, these contained material which
caused communication to be less clear. Many candidates struggled to form a question or
respond to the unseen question. (part 3 .

Successful candidates were able to use a combination of visual clues, cultural knowledge
and imagination to describe and narrate the scene in the photograph. Grade7/8/9 candidates
developed responses, adapting language to narrate and inform in response to the stimulus
question. These candidates employed a range of strategies including naming people in the
photograph; giving opinions; justifying opinions making deductions; using three tenses and
relating the photograph to a past event they had experienced with opinions and justification.
Weaker candidates failed to use past tense or to include 7>% when providing a reason. This
year a significant number of candidates over focused on Q1 reducing their ability to provide



extended answers to the remaining four questions which resulted in a reduced ability to show
both content and grammar.

Theme 5 was
a popular choice: the presentation (where candidates chose to give one) was generally well
prepared and incorporated a wide variety of vocabulary and structures.

This task was most successful where Teacher-Examiners tried to elicit the widest range of
Japanese vocabulary and structure which allowed candidates to express, and justify,
opinions. Equally, Teacher-Examiners maximised their candidates’ ability to achieve high
marks where they followed up with a suitable question giving candidates an opportunity to
respond in past, present and future tenses or reworded questions (as a sympathetic native
speaker would do). Overall, candidates at HIGHER tier were confident at expressing positive
opinions in the present tense. There were some inaccuracies with the past tense and
negative opinions. Successful taught candidates were able touse 729 . 72V, REASON
