The majority of young Arabic speakers believe their best days will be in the future,
according to a recent study of more than three thousand teenagers and university
students in the Middle East and North Africa.

Some worry about not being able to save money as most of them have financial
problems, which is a similar complaint since the first annual report was published over
a decade ago. Youths from the United Arab Emirates were the most hopeful for a bright
future, and many others from the Gulf states agreed. However youths from the Levant
region were the least optimistic due to political problems affecting their daily lives.

Moroccan and Egyptian teenagers are looking forward to succeed in having careers
in science and technology and believe they can improve their national economies.
Half of all the participants believe they will have better living standards than their
parents’ generation.

In the last few years, equality between males and females has seen a strong positive
change, with most seeing the same career opportunities available for both. A new trend
has been found in personal identity; historically this has often been based on faith, but
now it is mixed with local traditions and culture.
