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Advice on how to avoid mistakes paper 1

Q3
« Students are advised to read the texted, including the title, to get the overall meaning.
« Read the whole text after filling in all the gaps to check whether the chosen words make sense.

Q4
« Students must read all the questions carefully before answering to avoid using an answer twice.

« They should also note that the questions come in order, so the answer to the first question does not
come in the paragraph that contains the answer to the second question.
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Advice on how to avoid mistakes paper 1

Q5

« Students should read the sentence and understand the meaning before starting the changing process.
» They should NOT change the form of the word given.

» Make sure that the meaning of the original sentence has not changed.

« There are many past papers with mark schemes, please use them with students to give them directions.

« |t seems that some grammatical structures are not taught, so the students are not familiar with them.
Centres should cover all the grammar list for this level.

« Note that all the letters of the underlined word should be vocalized.
« Putting 2 vowels on one letter means no mark awarded.

« [twill help if they underline the key words when they read the question to enable them to
focus on what they are asked to write about.

+ Students should be encouraged to read the novels rather than watch the film adaptation of
it as they could have different details or endings.

» Use past papers together with the mark scheme.

« Some candidates scored good marks for Communication in continuous writing, but lost
marks on Quality of Language, due to poor spelling, misuse of pronouns, and repetition.

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. Summary

« Questions on films, especially comedy and tragedy, continue to prove popular year on
year. this is evidence that there is a lack of range taught by teachers.

« Few candidates choose to answer questions on poetry, which suggests some
candidates may not be covering the full specification.

« Long standing errors still occur, which are due to a lack of exam techniques. So, we
advise teachers to use past papers and mark scheme and apply marking criteria when
they assess their students’ work.
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
