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Question 4a 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received two marks. 
 
Despite language and spelling errors, the two required elements of the answer are communicated. 
Errors of language which do not impede communication are ignored and both marks are awarded 
here.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
In the first element of this answer, the use of “voix” impedes communication of the answer and so 
the mark cannot be given. One mark is given for the second element of the answer as, despite 
errors, the answer is communicated.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received no mark. 
 



The candidate has identified the part of the recording needed to answer the question. However, the 
first element of the answer does not answer the question, and the errors in the second element 
prevent the correct answer being communicated.  
 
Question 4b 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
Candidates should look for clues in the question; here, a verb is needed in the answer. The candidate 
has said what Moustafa’s job was, not what it obliged him to do.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
The use of “bouchait” does not communicate “bouger”; the verb “boucher” exists, and has a 
different meaning.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
Despite the spelling mistake, the candidate communicates the idea of “se déplacer”. The use of the 
present tense, rather than the imperfect, does not impede communication and the use of “il doit” 
indicates that the candidate has understood “l’obligeait”.  
 
Question 4c

This response received no mark. 
 
The candidate has neither identified nor communicated the information needed to answer the 
question.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The candidate has inferred from the recording the correct material and has communicated it 
without ambiguity.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The candidate has inferred the correct answer and has expressed it clearly. The language mistake 
“s’amie” is ignored as it does not impede communication.  
 
Question 4d 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The use of the singular “lycée” is accepted, the plural used in the recording is not required to 
indicate that the candidate has understood both the recording and the answer. Other language 
mistakes can be ignored as they do not prevent the message being communicated.  
 



Exemplar response 2 

 
 
This response received no mark. 
 
Whilst the candidate has identified the necessary part of the recording, the answer is not phrased 
sufficiently clearly to communicate the correct answer.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
 
This response received no mark. 
 
The candidate has identified the correct part of the recording, but the answer, in particular the use 
of “ces genre des projets” is ambiguous. Candidates must be sure to answer the question precisely.  
 
Question 4e 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
Despite language errors, the answer is communicated. The attempt at using the conditional perfect 
tense, though not correct, adds clarity to the idea that the candidate conveys.  
 
Exemplar response 2 



 
This response received one mark. 
 
The attempt to convey the conditional perfect tense is successful, despite inaccuracies in its 
formation, and the correct answer is communicated.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The use of the conditional rather than the conditional perfect tense does not prevent the correct 
answer being communicated.  
 
Question 4f 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
The candidate has identified the correct section of the recording, but has not communicated either 
element of the answer sufficiently clearly and indeed has not understood the idea that Moustafa has 
confidence in himself.

This response received one mark. 
 
The first element of this answer is incorrect. Despite errors, the second element of the answer is 
communicated.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
 
This response received one mark. 
 
In the recording, Moustafa says “Il ne m’est jamais arrivé de passer plus d’un mois sans emploi”, but 
here the candidate has incorrectly used “deux semaines” from the previous sentence as the time 
reference. This underlines the importance of listening extremely closely to the recording.  The mark 
is given for the second element of this answer, which is correct.

Question 6a 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The rubric tells candidates that “les phrases complètes ne sont pas demandées”. Here the candidate 
has not used a complete sentence, but has communicated the correct answer without ambiguity.

This response received no mark. 
 
The candidate has communicated clearly, but has not read and/or understood the text and the 
question with sufficient accuracy and therefore has not arrived at the correct answer. This is an 
example of how candidates must read with close attention to detail and make sure that they are 
answering the question as it is asked.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
 
This response received one mark. 
 
The candidate has successfully paraphrased the content of the text and the answer is correct.  
 
Question 6b 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
Despite rather awkward phrasing and mistakes in the language used, the correct answer is 
communicated.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
This answer requires a certain amount of inference on the part of the candidate in order to arrive at 
the correct answer. Here, the candidate has lifted an amount of material from the text, with no 
attempt at manipulation, and, in addition, has substituted “heurs” for “ans”, further negating the 
answer.

This response received one mark. 
 
This answer uses material from the text, successfully manipulated, and communicates the correct 
answer.  
 
Question 6c 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received two marks. 
 
Candidates can use vocabulary from the text in their answer, as long as they manipulate it to some 
degree, as in this case. Despite some errors, two correct elements are clearly expressed.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
This candidate has moved too far away from the text and has given two incorrect elements in this 
answer. While the information given by the candidate is in the text, it does not answer the question.  
 
Exemplar response 3 



 
This response received no mark. 
 
In the first element of this answer, the candidate has not taken information from the text. In the 
second element, the inclusion of “parce il est trop tard” negates an otherwise correct answer, as this 
information is incorrect.  
 
Question 6d 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The errors in the language here do not prevent the communication of the correct answer.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
This answer makes good use of vocabulary from the text, with sufficient manipulation to convey the 
correct answer.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 



 
This answer is not a complete sentence, which is, of course, completely acceptable. The candidate 
has conveyed the required information succinctly and effectively.

This response received one mark. 
 
This answer contains errors in the language used, but communicates the correct answer.

This response received no mark. 
 
The use of “mettre” in this answer is ambiguous and does not communicate the correct answer.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
A correct answer. It may be that here the candidate did not want to use any of the vocabulary from 
the required section of the text and has crossed out “déchets” (a word in the text) and substituted 
“gaspillages”. This is not strictly speaking necessary, though candidates are of course at liberty to do 
this. It is acceptable to use vocabulary from the text in the answer, as long as there is some 
manipulation of the text and the candidate does not lift whole sections of the text in answer to the 
question.  
 
Question 7b 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The use of “c’était” in the first element of this answer is ambiguous; it is not clear what the 
candidate is referring to here (it is the “le système de recyclage” which is more difficult to 
understand than Marc expected). Therefore no mark can be awarded. The second element of this 
answer is correct.  
 
Exemplar response 2 



 
This response received no mark. 
 
This candidate has identified the section of the text needed to answer the question, but has not 
successfully communicated either element of the correct answer. References to “le nouvau 
système” and “la information du genre” are not specific enough; the candidate needed to do more 
manipulation of the material in the text in order to formulate the correct response.

This response received two marks. 
Both elements of this answer are correct and are communicated without ambiguity.  
 
Question 7c 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received one mark. 
 



The fact that the recycling bins are of several different colours is not a difference between the bins 
in Marseille and those in Paris, as the question asks, and therefore the mark for the first element 
cannot be given. The second element of this answer is correct.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
 
This response received one mark. 
 
In the first element of the question, the correct answer is communicated despite the errors in 
language. The addition of “de couleurs” to “Les bacs de recyclage” is a harmless one and can be 
ignored. The use of “Ils viendrait” in the second element does not communicate the concept of 
“vider”, nor is there any reference to the frequency with which the recycling bins are emptied, 
therefore no mark can be awarded for this element.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
The first element of this answer is incorrect. The text states “chacun de nos bacs de recyclage de 
plusieurs couleurs différentes n’accueillait pas les mêmes déchets qu’en région parisienne”, not that 
the “déchets” are not the same. The mark cannot be given for the second element of the answer, as 
the candidate has not manipulated the text sufficiently; the inclusion of “nous” in the answer makes 
it incorrect. Had the candidate omitted “nous”, this would have been sufficient manipulation for a 
correct answer.  
 
Question 7d 
 
Exemplar response 1 



 
This response received two marks. 
 
Both elements of this answer successfully communicate the correct answer, without ambiguity. 
Errors, such as here, the misspelling of “vingt”, are ignored if they do not interfere with 
comprehension.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
The first element of this answer is incorrect; the use of “tomberai sur” does not communicate the 
meaning of the text. The minor errors in the second element of the answer can be ignored and the 
mark awarded, as any errors here do not prevent understanding of the response, which is correct.  
 
Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
While both elements of this answer target the correct section of the text, neither successfully 
communicates a correct answer. The use of the preposition “dans”, for example, in the second 



element makes no sense. Had the candidate written “à” instead, the mark would have been 
awarded.  
 
Question 5e 
 
Exemplar response 1 

 
This response received no mark. 
 
In the first element of the answer, “vivre le vide” does not communicate the correct concept, and 
“tous les quinze jours” would be needed to convey the meaning required. The second element refers 
to “le petit appartament, whereas the question asks about what would change if Marc lived “dans 
une maison”.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
This response received two marks. 
 
Both elements of this answer communicate the correct concepts, and in an unambiguous manner.  
 
Exemplar response 3 



 
This response received two marks. 
 
In both elements of this answer, the candidate has manipulated material from the text, for example 
by changing “je serais oblige” to “il serait oblige”. Both elements of the answer are communicated 
clearly.  
 
Question 7f

This response received one mark. 
 
The candidate has successfully manipulated vocabulary from the text. The answer is clear and there 
is no doubt that the candidate has understood both the text and the question.  
 
Exemplar response 2 

 
 
This response received one mark. 
 
Where a candidate gives extra information, as in this case, and this extra information does not 
contradict or negate the first answer, it can be ignored. Here the point is awarded for the first 
element of the answer, which is correct.  
 



Exemplar response 3 

 
This response received one mark. 
 
Despite errors in the language, this answer communicates the required concept and the mark is 
awarded.  
  



Question 9 
 

 
 
General comments: 
The rubric instructs candidates to write between 240 and 280 words. However, all the work 
submitted by the candidate is marked, even if it is in excess of 280 words. 
 
If only one bullet point (out of four) is covered, then the mark for “Content and Communication” is 
capped at 8 out of 20. If only two bullet points are covered, then this mark is capped at 12 and if only 
three bullet points are covered, then the maximum mark for “Content and Communication” is 16 out 
of 20.

Content and Communication – 13/20 
 
There is good attempt to answer the first three bullet points. Coverage of the fourth bullet point is 
less successful. The work shows a good ability to express ideas in a form that would be 
comprehensible to a native reader and there is much evidence of ideas following a logical sequence. 
The piece is mostly coherent.  
 
Quality of Language – 10/20 
 
The candidate uses a satisfactory range of vocabulary and attempts to use more complex structures. 
e.g. si plus the imperfect tense plus the conditional, even though these are not always successful. 
Comprehension is rarely delayed as the result of language errors. There are errors in spelling and in 



the use of grammatical structures that a candidate at this level might not be expected to make, e.g. 
confusion of “ets” / “est” and the spelling of “example” for “exemple”.

Content and Communication – 7/20 
 
The candidate has attempted to address all four bullet points, though there is some digression from 
the topic. The candidate has attempted to expand on each bullet point. The overall purpose of the 
piece of writing is clear, and there is an attempt to sequence ideas.  
 
Quality of Language – 13/20 
 
There is a good range of vocabulary evident, used appropriately and effectively to address the needs 
of the task. There are lapses in accuracy, but these rarely impede communication. The candidate has 
made some errors which might not be expected of a candidate at this level.

Quality of Language – 16/20 
 
The candidate uses a wide range of vocabulary appropriately and effectively. There is a good range 
of grammatical structures, many of which are used accurately, but there are some errors that might 
not be expected of a candidate at this level.
