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Overview
Paper 1: Reading, Summary and Grammar

Students are required to convey their understanding of written Arabic through a series of reading tasks.

In Part One, students read two engaging texts in the extract booklet and then answer four questions on
each text. They then compare the two texts.

In Part Two, students are required to demonstrate their ability to summarise a short text by writing the
main points clearly.

In Part Three, students are required to demonstrate their understanding of grammatical usage in a
series of exercises.

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Rewriting the candidate’s response accurately
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Example 3: Question 8
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1. Communication and Content (Band 3-4 / Weak to Developing)

The student lists several linguistic features used in the text e.g.:

anil Bl aadl calgiin¥) ¢ ALaY) Calll) (gl il

The response lacks explanation of how these techniques create meaning or effect. It
only mentions them without context or analysis.

Example: “gnall sl ~2a%ul” but does not explain what message the writer

conveys or why that choice matters.

There is no reference to the writer’s ideas, purpose, or message. The answer is purely
mechanical.

The sentences are fragmented and disconnected, making it difficult to follow a coherent

argument.

Overall: Limited communication of ideas; lacks clear explanation or structure.

2. Application of Language

The response shows attempt to use analytical vocabulary, but in many places terms are
misused or inaccurate.

- Example: “Oilsilly cdulua¥lg cplay) & =15V a2’ = unclear, as “zls2V is not
used correctly here.

- Yl llles e 5laiul” - grammatically and conceptually unclear (should
identify what is being compared and why).

Some words and phrases are incomplete or grammatically incorrect, e.g.

Overall, language is unclear, inaccurate, and fragmented, which prevents effective
communication of analysis.

3. Strengths

The student attempted to identify multiple stylistic features, showing some familiarity

with rhetorical terms (algiinl canin (8lain) caan).

Shows some awareness that different linguistic choices have aesthetic or rhythmic
effects (e.g., “0NV1 4l (oyki Doen Linussge Luyn”).

4. Weaknesses
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No analysis of meaning or effect but only feature listing.

Inaccurate and irrelevant examples (e.g., reference to “z.ill o <281”), and also the
example to zaull
Frequent grammatical and spelling errors.

Lack of structure or coherence. The ideas are presented as unconnected notes rather
than developed sentences.

No quotation or reference to specific parts of the text.

Advice for Improvement

Explain, don’t just list: Every time you mention a feature, explain its purpose or effect.

Choose relevant examples: Only mention features that are clearly visible in the text.

Avoid using terms (like &Sl sl alsll) that you are unsure of.

Connect form to meaning: Show how the writer’s language expresses his ideas about
art, beauty, creativity, or experience.

Use complete, accurate sentences: Avoid point-form fragments. Write analytically.

Quote briefly from the text to support your analysis.

General advice to students:

When writing your analytical response, especially in literature or language exams, please avoid
using literary or linguistic terms that you do not fully understand. Using such terms incorrectly
weakens your answer and can confuse the examiner.

Here are key instructions to follow:

1. Use only the terms you are confident about.
If you mention a technique (like xawlbr 4<%/ 5)lxinY), make sure you truly recognize it

in the text and can explain its effect accurately.

2. Always bring relevant examples from the text.
Every example must clearly support the point you are making.
Irrelevant or inaccurate examples are treated as incorrect and may reduce your mark.
They are considered as ineffective as ambiguity or lack of understanding.

3. Common mistakes to avoid:

» Many students give wrong examples of rhyme (za.ull). Remember, xawlbccurs
only when two or more phrases end with the same or similar sound.
» Students often confuse —aall (synonymy) with mere repetition of meaning.

4. Focus on clarity, not terminology.

If you can explain the meaning and effect in your own words, that is often better than
using a wrong term. Understanding is more valuable than memorization.

5. Inshort:

“Use the right term when you are sure, otherwise, explain the meaning clearly with the right
example.”

Advice for Students: How to Achieve Full Marks in Questions 4 and 8:

To reach the top band and get full marks, your answer must show a deep understanding of the
text and how the writer uses language and structure to create meaning and effect. Follow these
key steps carefully:

1. Understand the Question Fully

e Read the question twice to make sure you know what is being asked and focus on how
the writer achieves the effect, not just what they say.

e Identify keywords in the question e.g.:

3. Choose Evidence Precisely

e Select short, powerful quotes or examples that directly prove your point.
e Avoid copying large chunks from the text — choose only what you can explain clearly.
e Every piece of evidence should directly support the idea you’re discussing. E.g.:

6. Final Touch: Write Insightfully and Accurately

e Your answer should sound thoughtful. show that you understand the writer’s purpose
and feelings.

Check grammar, spelling, and clarity. weak language can reduce the effectiveness of your
analysis.

e Avoid repeating ideas; instead, develop each point with a new perspective.

Advice for Students: How to Reach the Top Band in Question 9 (Comparison Between Two
Texts)

To achieve full marks in Question 9, your answer must show that you can compare the two texts
perceptively and not just describe them separately. You must analyse how each writer

expresses their ideas using language and structure and support your ideas with accurate and
balanced evidence from both texts.

1. Understand What the Question Is Asking

e The question usually asks you to compare how the two writers present their ideas or
attitudes.

e This means you must always talk about both texts together, not one after the other
without linking them.

e Focus on similarities and differences in:
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» The techniques they use to express those ideas.

2. Show Perceptive Comparison

e Don’tjust say “both writers talk about (4l.”

Instead, show how and why they do it differently or similarly.

5. Structure Your Answer Clearly
Use a compare-as-you-go approach:

e Paragraph 1: Similarity (idea or technique) between the two texts.

e Paragraph 2: Difference (idea or tone).
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e Paragraph 3: Another similarity or contrast.
End with a short conclusion summarising what you learned about the two writers’
attitudes or messages.

6. Write Insightfully and Clearly

e Your comparison should show that you understand both writers deeply and not just
what they said, but how they make the reader feel or think.

e Avoid memorised terms if you are unsure of them — incorrect use of literary terms (e.g.
Gaalall cdllaal) caandl) will lose marks.

e Keep your language formal, clear, and accurate.

Overview
Paper 2: Writing

Students are required to convey their understanding of Arabic through two pieces of continuous writing.
Students are advised to write approximately 300 words for each title. The number of words is
approximate and students will not be penalised for writing more or fewer words than recommended in
the word count.
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e Communicate meaning effectively in written language in a
variety of forms, genres and styles.

¢ Focus writing on a particular purpose and audience.

¢ Write imaginatively using a variety of techniques.

¢ Use a wide range of suitable vocabulary.

e Use accurate spelling.

¢ Employ a variety of sentence structures for effect.

e Structure their work effectively.

¢ Use complex structures.

¢ Use the rules of grammar to create effect, variety and interest.

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Paper 2 (Writing)

How to Write a Complete and Focused International GCSE Essay

1) Have a clear understanding of the question.
2) Before you write a single word:

¢ Highlight the keywords (e.g., compare, explain, evaluate, to what extent).
¢ Determine exactly what the question is asking you to do (describe? discuss? compare?).
3) Think about the main points you need to address to give a complete answer.

Tip: Rephrase the question in your own words—if you can't, you haven't fully understood it
yet

4) Plan the Structure of Your Essay

Good essays have a clear beginning, middle, and end.

Use this simple structure:

Introduction — Makes up 10% of the essay

- Rephrase the question.

- State your main idea or overall argument.

- Briefly state the points you will discuss.

Body Paragraphs

Each paragraph should clearly discuss one main idea. Idea: State your idea clearly.
e Evidence: Support it with examples, quotes, or facts.

* Explanation: Explain how this evidence supports your idea.
Link: Reconnect the idea to the main question.

Conclusion

Summarise your main ideas.

Give your final judgment or conclusion.

Avoid introducing new ideas here.

5) Avoid filler phrases like:
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“In my opinion, | think it might be possible that...”

Instead, use precise and clear examples to strengthen and expand upon your ideas.
Tip: Use conjunctions to naturally expand upon ideas, such as:

v In addition, however, as a result, for example, while, similarly.
v Check for coherence and logical flow
v Ensure that each paragraph connects smoothly to the next.

6) Use transitional phrases to guide the reader, such as:
“Firstly, on the other hand, conversely, finally.”

7) Maintain sentence balance—don't make them too short or too long.
Check Accuracy and Word Count

Check the word count—if it's too short, add:

An additional example or new explanation.

A quote or statistic.

A short comparison or possible conclusion.

If it's too long, remove repetitions or unnecessary sentences.
Check your spelling, punctuation, and grammar.

e The student’s response is extremely brief and contains considerable ambiguity, which
makes the intended message unclear.

e Communication is at a very basic level, with points that are only marginally relevant to
the question.

e The response demonstrates minimal focus on the purpose or the intended audience,
reducing its overall effectiveness.

e There is limited coherence, with ideas presented in a fragmented, disjointed, or unclear
manner, which hinders comprehension.

e The student’s response shows a high level of ambiguity, mainly resulting from weak
spelling, inaccurate grammar, poor sentence structure, and an incomplete
understanding of the task requirements.

The response is 48 words below the required word count. It contains ambiguity caused by
spelling and structural errors, placing it in band 7-9 in the marking grid whish states:

e Communicates clearly and a range of relevant points are made. There may be
some areas of ambiguity but the overall response is clear.
e Task is clearly focused on the purpose and intended reader.

e Piece is clearly linked, using structural techniques.

Application and accuracy of Language:
Regarding language application and accuracy, there are 23 spelling and grammatical mistakes.

According to the marking instructions, the response qualifies to be in band 5-6 which states:
e Language is appropriate to the task and a range of suitable vocabulary

is employed.

* More complex language structures are used, with some success.

e Spelling of a range of words is mostly accurate.

¢ The student clearly addresses the topic: the old generation’s belief that young people
today struggle with face-to-face communication.

e There are relevant ideas such as:
v Excessive use of phones and social media.
v' Lack of real conversations.
v Effects on mental health, confidence, and social skills.
v" A suggestion to balance digital and real life.

Weaknesses

e The message is fragmented due to many short, disconnected sentences.

e |deas are repeated multiple times (especially about balance and addiction).
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e Some sentences are unclear or incomplete (“4usdl Wl & sy Guaas ¢ua” (not a full

idea).

e Needs more examples or real-life illustrations to strengthen the argument.

Suggestions
e Use fewer but longer, well-connected sentences with linking words ( 4ga (" Celldl :(Jia
dadl O gal).
e Avoid repeating the same idea; instead, expand on each one.

e Include a short introduction, two body paragraphs, and a clear conclusion.

e The essay has a beginning, middle, and end, though not well structured.

e The conclusion expresses an opinion, which is good.

The response above merits placement in the 10-12 assessment band because it aligns with the
criteria for communication and content:

e It communicates clearly and addresses the task fully and appropriately, leaving no room
for ambiguity.

e The response remains consistently focused on its purpose and the intended audience.

e The writing is well-structured, with effective use of a variety of linking and organizational
techniques.

To reach higher marks in the 13—-15 band, further improvements are needed, which can be
specified as follows:

1. Communication and Content

Strengths

e The response addresses the topic directly - the student clearly describes a dream (to
become a doctor) and how it was achieved.

e The story has a personal and emotional element: it includes family support,
challenges (like the grandmother’s death), and perseverance.

e The writer conveys strong motivation, effort, and gratitude positive emotional tone.

e Ends with a moral message: “cuwai 3giae JI” @ good closing reflection.
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Weaknesses

e The essay lacks clear organization. Ideas jump abruptly from one to another because of
excessive punctuation (periods after almost every word or short phrase).

e The introduction is vague and generic; too focused on the “importance of dreams”
instead of leading smoothly into the writer’s personal dream.

e Many sentences are repetitive and don’t add new meaning ( <€ (Y iy _eafy il cu

sz...").

Some parts break the narrative flow by turning into general preaching or moral lessons mid-
story.

e The story could use more specific, vivid details about actions taken to achieve the dream
(e.g., what subjects were studied, what obstacles were faced academically).

Suggestions

e Start with a direct introduction: e.g.:

The message is clear and heartfelt but lacks coherence, structure, and clarity in expression. the
response currently fits the 5-6 band, as it contains over 30 grammatical and spelling errors.
