Please note that many of the primary references in the Fine
Art section such as  the Victoria and Albert Museum and the British Museum hold 
collections that cover all the  titles. For the sake of clarity, they have not been repeated 
under the separate title sections.  For example, the Victoria and Albert Museum holds a 
wealth of textiles.

It is important to note that Component 2, the Externally Set Assignment, will no longer 
include lists of additional references so teachers and students should use those provided 
here as appropriate when responding to the theme.
