e Mark Scheme
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Specification

A model of how students represent knowledge
and develop competence in a content domain.
Students need to know what skills, knowledge or
understanding they are expected to learn, so
they can improve their performance. Content
that engages, inspires and motivates your
students. It should be manageable, clear and
structured.

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Question paper

Tasks or situations that allow one to observe
students performance. Students need to be told
now they will be assessed, so that they can
judge for themselves whether or not they have
earned what they were expected to. Question
papers should be structured in such a way that it
discriminates students of different abillity.
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Mark Scheme

An interpretation method for drawing inferences
from performance evidence. It is the tool for
grading the students’ performance. It should be
straightforward, clear and unambiguous. In
order to maintain the consistency of the

examiners’ grading, mark scheme should be
standardised
