This response received 7 marks.

This candidate made a good effort to respond to all questions appropriately. However,
unfortunately the response in (i), where they were to provide a reason for the writer’s father
getting married was partial and conveyed no meaning. Similarly, in responding to (ii) the
candidate was required to provide two reasons for the writer’s brother’s leaving the country.
Here as well, the candidate provided only one reason leaving out that the brother was not
able to tolerate his new mother. And so, the candidate could only be awarded 1 out of 2
marks. On part (v), again, the candidate provided a wrong answer in response to the task
where they were required to give 2 details. The question was ‘How did he benefit from having
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a new mother’. The candidate provided both details in one part and a wrong detail in the other
part which implied that the candidate has misunderstood the question they were being asked.

However,
the candidate lost some marks for the response in (i), where they were required to provide a
reason for the writer’s father to get married, as well as in (ii) where the candidates were
required to provide two reasons as to why the writer’s brother had left the country. In both
sections the candidate came up with answers which had no reference to the text.

Examiner comment:
This response received 12 marks.

This question is a guided as well as a productive writing task. Candidates are expected to
write 80 words about a recent holiday experience as well as planning for a holiday for the
future. The whole task has been assessed on the banded assessment criteria of:

¢ Communication and content and (7 marks)
e Linguistic knowledge and accuracy (7 marks)

The candidate focuses well on the question in this sustained and effective response, although
at times lacks expansion e.g. in the third paragraph the comment on ‘the desire to visit’ is
that the reader can ‘imagine/feel how it is like’ but this is not explored with opinions and
justifications. The candidate demonstrates their understanding, such as in ‘giving description
to the reader very quickly and intensifying the moment’ and in the last paragraph touches on
some interesting points about language and structure. The final point about the conclusion of
text three is also well-made, however mismatching very forms and minor spelling mistakes
indicate the best fit for this to be in the mark band of 6 and 6 adding up to 12 in total.

The whole piece is descriptive as well as informative, displaying straightforward grammatical
structures. Although different time frames were used, the structures were in most cases
simple. To achieve a mark in the top band, there would have to have been more evidence of
complex and conditional structures to express feelings and emotions which this piece lacked.

Overall, the candidate fits well within the 6 and 5 marking bands and so scored 11 out of 14
marks in total.

There is some understanding of language in this response that lifts it into Level 2. For a more
secure mark, points would need to be further developed, such as how the visit and future
plans would be executed. Some points were made about the visit, however, due to the
inaccurate and incomplete structures, the message was not conveyed appropriately and to
some extent impeded the meaning.

This is an example of a perceptive and informative piece of writing. The candidate provided a
strong sense of personal opinions combined with the facts based on the guidelines. The facts
displayed fully support the points made and are skillfully embedded. The candidate
communicated the tasks with consistent expansion of the key points. However, the last key
point could have been grasped and explored further. A varied structure was displayed with
well linked sentences. This is a strong response that merits a mark within the top level, but
one bullet point was not touched, so could not achieve full marks.

The candidate has communicated some relevant information with some
development of the key ideas. There is some variation of grammatical structures with some
successful references to past and current issues. Although the candidate has performed well
a lack of coherence and relevance means that the candidate hasn't been able to achieve a
mark within the top two marking bands.

The candidate communicated the tasks with consistent expansion of the key
points. However, the response to the second key point could have been better explored to
fit in the top marks within the top band.

This response received 19 marks.

This piece or writing comprises facts and personal opinions about the impact of the internet
in our day to day living and the parental involvement in rectifying the misuse of the social
media. The facts displayed support the points made and are skillfully embedded. The
candidate made a good effort to communicate the tasks with occasional expansion of the
key points, however failed to expand on points 2 and 3 with personal opinions and
justifications. Using the best fit approach the candidate achieved a mark at the band of (8-
10) in both Communication & Content as well as the Linguistic knowledge and Accuracy, this

could be increased by greater spelling accuracy.

General guidance on using levels-based mark schemes

Step 1 Decide on a band

o Examiners should first of all consider the answer as a whole and then decide which
descriptors most closely match the answer and place it in that band. The descriptors for
each band indicate the different features that will be seen in the student’s answer for that

band.

* When assigning a level you should look at the overall quality of the answer and not focus
disproportionately on small and specific parts of the answer where the student has not
performed quite as well as the rest. If the answer covers different aspects of different
bands of the mark scheme, you should use a ‘best fit" approach for defining the level and
then use the variability of the response to help decide the mark within the level. For
example, if the response is predominantly in band 4-7 with a small amount of band 8-10
material, it would be placed in band 4-7 but be awarded a mark near the top of the band
because of the band 8-10 content.
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Step 2 Decide on a mark

¢ Once you have decided on a band, you will then need to decide on a mark within
the band.

¢ You will decide on the mark to award based on the quality of the answer; you will award
a mark towards the top or bottom of that band depending on how students have
evidenced each of the descriptor bullet points.

¢ You will modify the mark based on how securely the trait descriptors are met in that band.

¢ You will need to go back through the answer as you apply the mark scheme to clarify
points and assure yourself that the band and the mark are appropriate.

Students are likely to write variants on the acceptable answers listed and these should be
considered as acceptable if they convey the same intended meaning.

Translation is successful if a Bangla speaker would understand the translation without having
understood the text in its original language.
