10 + 5 = 15/30  AO4 – The candidate’s discussion of whether it is 
better to travel than to arrive contains some 
reasonable ideas, but these are not always very 
strongly argued and would benefit from stronger 
development.  

AO5 – The writing contains some accurate spelling 
and punctuation. However, these are accompanied 
by some errors of grammar and examples of 
unclear expression, which mean that the ambitious 
and thoughtful ideas do not always come across as 
effectively as they might.

20 + 9 = 29/30  AO4 – The candidate has produced a sharply 
focused and sophisticated piece of writing on the 
topic ‘The Beginning’, the quality of which merits a 
Level 5. The approach is an unusual one, with 
some fascinating parallels drawn. 

AO5 – The writing is accurate and the vocabulary 
ambitious. Communication is vivid and effective.

11+ 5 = 16/30 AO4 – There are some reasonably clear ideas, but  
their expression could sometimes be livelier and 
more arresting, to merit a higher Level. 

AO5 – The writing is mostly secure, but with some 
errors.

AO4 – Although the writing becomes more narrative 
than descriptive, there is a reasonably clear and 
effective sense of the importance of the place 
selected because of the impression it had made on 
the writer. 

AO5 – The candidate has produced a response 
which is mostly accurate, but with some slips.
