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Why candidates did well - Summary

Successful candidates:

* explored the range of linguistic and structural techniques used
by the writer across the whole extract

* used correct terminology to identify the writer’s techniques

* explained how the use of the techniques identified helped the
writer to achieve effects

* had a clear focus on the task.

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Why candidates didn’t do well —
Summary

Less successful candidates:

- focused on what the writer said rather than
commenting on the techniques used

- tended to comment on the content of the extract

- tended to ‘feature spot'.

Successful candidates:

» explored a wide range of comparisons

» explored the writers’ ideas and perspectives
* balanced their comments across both texts

 used references from both texts which fully supported the
points being made.

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Why candidates didn’t do well —
Summary

Less successful candidates:

« compared the texts but did not offer a developed response
* identified only obvious comparisons

« did not give references to support their comparisons

« compared the content of the texts

- did not use comparative vocabulary.

AO1: Read and understand a variety of texts, selecting and
interpreting information, ideas and perspectives.

* Most candidates referred to the three bullet points and
managed to cover a reasonable number of points.

« Some candidates did not refer to all three bullet points or
use ideas from both texts.

 Although relevant points were selected, they were not
always developed and interpreted effectively enough.

* In weaker responses there was evidence of lifting from the
original texts without any attempt to re-work the material.

« Examiners commented that many candidates were able to
produce a successful letter about after-study activities
(main paper) or empowering students (regional paper),
with clear evidence of an understanding of the purpose,
audience and format required.

« Better candidates used a wide range of techniques, such
as direct address, rhetorical questions and listing to
communicate their ideas, often adopting a highly
persuasive tone.

« A number of candidates did not write in a style that
resembled a letter and chose to write a speech or an
article.

« Some candidates had problems sustaining the required
register throughout their responses.

AQO5S: Write clearly, using a range of vocabulary and
sentence structures, with appropriate paragraphing and
accurate spelling, grammar and punctuation.

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Question 8: AOS

* There were examples of successful responses with high levels of
accuracy.

* Examiners commented that there were problems with grammar, tenses
and expression, despite good spelling and punctuation.

* Most responses were structured and organised reasonably effectively.

* Common errors were: missing out definite and indefinite articles;
missing out parts of verbs; incorrect subject/verb agreement; problems
with homophones; missing or misused apostrophes; comma splicing;
lack of capital letters, especially for ‘I’ and sometimes at the start of
sentences.

* Examiners commented that there was some evidence of candidates
attempting to use extended vocabulary when they really did not know
how to use the words correctly.

Examiners commented positively on candidates’ responses to this
question.

There were some strongly-argued and engaging responses, with very
competent writing and some very well-developed and well-expressed
ideas.

Better candidates used a good range of rhetorical and linguistic
techniques, designed to convince the reader to their own side of the
argument.

However, some examiners thought that candidates struggled to
develop and sustain a response.

Weaker candidates offered points that were quite predictable and found
it difficult to sustain an argument, often leading to repetition.

Examiners commented positively on the quality of some of the
responses to the title.

Better candidates remained focused on the form of the task and there
was a real sense that they had planned and crafted what they
produced.

Most candidates were able to adopt an appropriate register and tone
for a narrative piece and they tried to bring the qualities to their stories
of surprise, of drama, of suspense and of excitement.

A number of examiners commented on problems with the openings and
endings of narratives as being a significant issue for some candidates.

Weaker candidates struggled at times with clarity, with muddled
storylines and weak endings that were not closely related to the events
that had unfolded.

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Question 11

AO4

Candidates produced some well-written responses that were fully
focused on the task.

Better responses were detailed and lively with fully developed ideas.
These responses had a sustained focus on description and were able
to communicate a real sense of what the experience involved.

Most candidates were able to write a reasonably sustained description.

A significant number of candidates did not focus on the descriptive
nature of the task and wrote narrative responses, focusing on re-telling
the events rather than describing them.

Weaker responses tended to be undeveloped and lacking detail, with
limited vocabulary.

Questions 9, 10 and 11: AOS

* There was evidence of good spelling and reasonably accurate
punctuation.

* Better responses were accurate, using a wide range of grammatical
constructions, punctuation and vocabulary.

* However, most examiners commented that some candidates had
problems with grammar and expression.

* Some of this was unidiomatic English but there were also problems
with tenses and sentence structure, including missing words.

* These problems limited the effectiveness of the communication.

* Weaker responses tended to have weak language controls, with
problems with grammatical structures as well as inconsistent spelling
and punctuation.
