These schemes of work have been produced to help you implement this Edexcel specification. They are offered as examples of possible models that you should feel free to adapt to meet your needs and are not intended to be in any way prescriptive. It is in editable word format to make adaptation as easy as possible.
These schemes of work give guidance for:
· Content to be covered
· Approximate time to spend on different key themes
· Ideas for incorporating and developing the assessment skills related to each unit.

Suggested teaching time
This is based on a two year teaching course of five and a half terms with one and a half hours of history teaching each week. 
This would be a seventy week course with total teaching time of approximately 100 hours. The schemes suggest the following timescale for the different sections:
· Paper 1: 20 hours for each of the two topics: Total 40 hours.
· Paper 2 Section A: 20 hours for the topic: Total 20 hours.
· Paper 2 Section B: 25 hours for the topic since it covers a longer period in time. Total 25 hours.
· Revision: 15 hours. 
Possible options for those with less teaching time
· 20 hours for Section Paper 2 Section B
· 10 hours for revision.
