Scheme of Work
Introduction 
International GCSE Pakistan Studies (History and Culture) provides students with opportunities to learn about the development of Pakistan while developing their own skills as historians. It is essential, therefore, that learning about the History and Culture of Pakistan is accompanied by the sort of tasks that allow teachers to assess their skills levels and the support that they need to progress to higher levels of skill. In this way, learners are prepared for final assessment as they progress through the course. The skills required are identified by the assessment objectives:

While the syllabus allows teachers and learners to study Section A and two other topics (one from each of Sections B and C), the scheme of work below offers suggestions for the teaching of all topics. Where teachers set questions, and mark them using the Sample mark scheme, the generic part of the mark scheme should be used unaltered, but the content expected can be made to suit the question. Questions will be referred to as e.g.(c) type questions.
As students progress through the course, it is important that the time constraints and writing space constraints of the final assessment are introduced into class activities.
