1.1 About this booklet

This booklet has been produced to support teachers delivering the Pearson Edexcel
International GCSE in Spanish specification. The Paper 2 exemplar materials will enable
teachers to guide their students in the application of knowledge and skills required to
successfully complete this course.

This response was given 9 marks.

Answers to part questions (a) and (b) are correct.

Response to part question (c): this response only gains 1 mark as the two answers given are
both the same idea. The candidate has not mentioned that the boy taught the girl how to
skateboard. This was a common error.

Answers to part questions (d), (e), (f) and (g) are all correct.

Candidates should be encouraged to look for separate ideas if more than one mark is offered
for a response.

This response was given 7 marks.

Responses to part questions:

(@) Although this could possibly be a tally of 2, it looks much more like 11 so cannot be
awarded a mark.

(b) Clearly this is not an age so no mark is awarded.

(c) ‘la cogia de la mano’is a correct answer but ‘la ayudé a levantarse’ is not a separate idea,
it is a continuation of the same idea. The second mark could only be gained by
mentioning that he taught the girl how to skateboard. Only one mark is awarded for this
part question.

(d) ‘le enfadd’ is not grammatically accurate, but this is a comprehension test rather than a
grammar test so the response is considered successful. Both marks are awarded.
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(e) This is correct.
(f) Both sections are correct.
(g) Although there is neither subject nor object given here, the meaning is clear enough
for a mark to be awarded.
Candidates should be trained in including the subject of the verb where ambiguity is possible.
On many occasions, if it is not clear who or what is being referred to, so an answer may not be
credited.

This response was given 8 marks.

Although the sentence is incomplete (i.e. no subject and an incomplete verb), it still
communicates an acceptable answer.

This candidate has linked ‘sorprendente’ from the question with ‘sorpresa’ in the text,
but this does not lead to an acceptable answer. The second idea is too poorly worded
to be properly understood. No marks for this part question.

Correct.

Both ideas are lifted directly from the text, but they are accurately targeted and
provide a focussed and clear answer so the marks are awarded.

A first person lift will normally not be credited, but here the candidate has prefaced the
quote with ‘dice’, which makes the answer flow logically from the question and clearly
refer to the subject of the question. The second idea about the neat clothes is also
correct.

The candidate has copied practically all of the last two sentences but they represent a
direct answer to the question and therefore are worthy of 2 marks.

Candidates should practise writing answers using words and expressions from the text
combined with their own words in order to create an answer that flows logically from the
question. Copying chunks from the text with no manipulation may occasionally resultin a
correct answer but often such ‘lifts’ are too long, incomplete or poorly targeted and therefore
do not earn a mark.

This response was given 9 marks.

Responses to part questions:

(b) There is an incorrect verb form (‘representara’), but this does not impede
communication and both marks are awarded.

(e) The first answer is acceptable because the first person lift is appropriately introduced.
The second idea is an answer to the previous question and although the final element
of the answer about the suit is almost right, it cannot be counted as it is given as the
third idea when there are only 2 available marks.

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Examiner's comments:

This response was given 4 marks.

Responses to part questions:

(@) Although the candidate mentions ‘la madre’, it is not sufficiently clear why she caused
the delay. No mark is scored.

(b) Neither of the correct answers has been offered so no mark is awarded.

(c) The candidate has not identified the correct section of text relating to this question. No
mark is awarded.

(d) Both ideas have been clearly given so both marks are awarded.

(e) The firstidea is correct, but the second is left as a first person with no introduction to
connect it to John. A second mark could only be awarded if the verb had been changed
to the third person (i.e. ‘serad’ or ‘seria’), or if the first person were prefaced by
something along the lines of: John dice seré parte...". One mark is awarded for this part
question.

(f) The firstidea is correct. The second idea does not answer the question as the response
effectively repeats the question since ‘belleza’ in the question is synonymous with ‘obra
de arte’ in the text, i.e. a mark cannot be given for saying that the invitations are
beautiful because they are beautiful. One mark is awarded for this part question.

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Examiner's comments:

This response was given 10 marks.

In terms of Communication and content, all four stimulus words have been used correctly in
context and the response clearly is about the topic of school pressures, mentioning
homework, strict teachers, exams and the pressure to get good marks. It is ‘detailed and fully
relevant to the task'.

With regard to Linguistic knowledge and accuracy, there are errors such as ‘estricas’, ‘mucho
presion’, ‘son muy estresos’ and ‘cuatros deberes’, but these are minor and they do not
impede communication. There is accurate use of the future tense (in fact there are three
tenses used). The language is ‘manipulated to produce fluent sentences’ that contain some
complex language features, for example: ‘lo que’ and ‘por lo tanto'.

This question is targeted at grades up to 4 so the use of more than one tense is not essential.
Candidates should concentrate on being accurate with basic rules such as adjective
agreement, spellings and genders.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 8 marks.

Only three of the stimulus words are included. The first time ‘obligatorio’ is used, it is not
entirely accurate; however, it is used again later in an effective way but ‘afio préximo’ is
missing. A mark of 4 for Communication and content is the maximum that can be earned for
failing to include all the stimulus words and that is what was awarded here. This response is
‘coherent’ with ‘some lapses'.

This response also scores 4 for Linguistic knowledge and accuracy because it is ‘Mostly
accurate’ but there is an ‘occasional major error’, for example: ‘es tiene el chapel and ‘los
gentes es'.

Candidates need to use all of the stimulus expressions verbatim in order to give themselves
the chance to gain full marks.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 19 marks.

This candidate has included all four of the bullet points and included a high level of detail for
all of them. Although this candidate uses the past tense for the second bullet point, it would
have been acceptable if it had been in the present and referred to the activities undertaken
regularly with the family on Saturdays as this would have implied what was done yesterday.
The response ‘shows an excellent ability to express ideas in a logical sequence’, it ‘is entirely
coherent’, ‘confident, fluent, pertinent and purposeful'. It therefore scored 9 marks for
Communication and content.

The response also warranted full marks for Linguistic knowledge and accuracy since it
displays an ‘excellent range of vocabulary and grammatical structures...including some
complex lexical items and no noticeable repetition’. The complex items are, among others, the
use of the past subjunctive in an ‘if clause, the present subjunctive after ‘cuando’, direct object
pronouns and a sentence beginning with ‘Aunque’. There are more than three tenses used
and even though there are some errors (‘mucho de’, ‘Al limpiando’), there is a ‘very strong
evidence of correct spelling, verb formation, gender and agreement'. In short, it would be
unreasonable to expect a candidate at this level to do much more.

It is good practice for candidates to try to include more than one detail for each bullet point
and although candidates are free to approach the bullet points in any order, if they stick to
the order given in the question, they will give themselves a good chance of expressing ideas
‘in a logical sequence’, as described in the top mark band for Communication and content.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 18 marks.

This candidate has covered all four bullet points with a wealth of detail. In fact, there is so
much supplementary detail that the main focus of the bullet points is sometimes rather
hidden by the extraneous material. In the first bullet point, for example, the candidate seems
so determined to include a wide range of tenses that the only real details we have about the
bedroom is that there are books and posters and that the bedroom is shared with the sister.
Likewise, for the point about what is not liked about the home, the reader is left to draw the
conclusion that the negative feature is that there is no sports centre closeby. The candidate
scored 8 for Communication and content.

The range of language offered is impressive. There are very few errors and numerous
examples of a ‘secure use of at least three tenses'. There are complex lexical items, such as ‘if
clauses’ with the imperfect subjunctive. This candidate scored 10 for Linguistic knowledge and
accuracy.

Candidates should be trained first and foremost to clearly cover each bullet point with a few
ideas. The desire to pack in as many tenses and complex items as possible should not
override the need to be clear.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 20 marks.

This response is very short (although the small handwriting makes it appear more so) and the
coverage of the bullet points does not really begin until the fourth line. Despite this, all four
points are covered with some detail and the response is ‘entirely coherent...confident, fluent,
pertinent and purposeful’. Thus, it was awarded 10 for Communication and content.

The language was also awarded 10 as there is an ‘excellent range of vocabulary and
grammatical structures'. There is ‘secure use of at least 3 tenses’ and ‘some complex lexical
items’, for example: ‘hacer reir a qualquiera’, ‘tan fuerte que’ and ‘si lo necesitan’.

Candidates should be advised that less is sometimes more: it is not necessary to write two full
pages in order to achieve top marks. If the bullet points are covered efficiently, a brief
response can be successful.
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Exemplar response B
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Examiner's comments:

This response was given 14 marks.

This candidate has followed the brief and covered all of the bullet points, although there is
uneven coverage. The second point is extremely detailed, with two examples of a role model
given. The third bullet point is very brief: just one sentence. The description of the favourite
film, though connected to the second bullet point, is rather lengthy and something of a
‘digression from the theme... in an otherwise pertinent response’. This is why this candidate
scores 8 marks for Communication and content.

A score of 6 for Linguistic knowledge and accuracy was awarded here. The second sentence:
‘Cuando tenia ocho afos, yo estoy en Francia cuando yo rencontrer mi influencia’ is a clear

example of ‘unsteady use’ of tenses.

Candidates need to practice writing paragraphs that are consistent in their use of tense.

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Examiner's comments:

This response was given 18 marks.

This response ‘shows an excellent ability to express ideas’. All the bullet points are covered in
detail and there is minimal repetition. It scored 9 marks for Communication and content and
9 marks for Linguistic knowledge and accuracy.

Examples of the range of vocabulary are: ‘servicial’, ‘informativo’, ‘de nuevo’, ‘por lo que’,
‘bufete de abogado’. Sentences are extended by the use of connectives, there is secure use of
a number of tenses and some complex items, such as the past subjunctive.
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Exemplar response B
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Examiner's comments:

This response was given 12 marks.

This response does not adequately address the final bullet point as it refers to the candidate’s
ambitions, but not to how s/he will achieve them. With one bullet not addressed, the
maximum score for Communication and content would be the 7-8 band, but this response
does not fit that profile. This answer ‘shows a moderate ability to express ideas in a form that
would be comprehensible to a sympathetic native reader’. This is seen particularly in the first
two paragraphs. The inaccuracies in the language interfere with communication although it is
possible to deduce that the job s/he would like to do is work on their own farm and that s/he
did some work experience with their father. This leads to a score of 6.

In terms of language, there is a ‘satisfactory range of vocabulary and grammatical structures'.
In spite of the occasional use of complex structures like ‘si fuera possible, trabajaria’, this
candidate is clearly ‘unsteady’ in his/her use of tenses: ‘cuando era mayor’ and ‘trabajaria en
mi granja, porque era mas faciles que trabajo en un ciudad'. A score of 6 for Linguistic
knowledge and accuracy was thus awarded.

Candidates would be well advised to check their basic tenses, rather than attempt complex
structures, which often stand out as clearly pre-learned phrases in otherwise inaccurate
passages.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 9 marks.

It was unusual for a candidate to score as highly as this response did. All responses are
correct apart from 8(g). Even in this part of the question, the candidate has recognized that
there should be a plural adjective agreement but has overlooked the unchanging ‘ista’ ending.
The thought processes on 8(c) and 8(j) are obvious as the candidate has considered and
reconsidered the best tense to use in the gap.

This type of grammar exercise should be practised so that candidates become used to
working out subjects and tenses for verbs and agreements for adjectives.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 6 marks.

This candidate made mistakes in 8(e), 8(f), 8(g) and 8(h). The mistake in 8(e) was entirely
avoidable as it is a spelling error caused by inaccurate copying rather than any
misunderstanding of the grammar. In 8(f), the error is with the accent and is again a pity as
the candidate has done the hard job of identifying the appropriate tense and the need for an
irregular verb. In 8(g), the candidate failed to recognize the unchanging ‘ista’ ending, and in 8(i)
has not recognized the need for the apocopation.

This exercise tests accuracy in a much more rigorous way than the rest of the paper, so even
seemingly small mistakes will have a cost. The mistakes made here by this candidate would
have much less impact if made in one of the writing tasks (Q6 and Q7) and probably no
negative impact at all if made in one of the comprehension questions.

Examiner's comments:

This response was given 4 marks.

This candidate scored a mark in 8(a), 8(b), 8(e) and 8(g).

It is clear from these responses that this candidate has an inconsistent, though not disastrous,
grasp of basic grammar rules. S/he has recognised the need for adjective agreement in 8(a)
and 8(g) but has missed it in 8(d). The apocopation in 8(i) is a more understandable mistake,
being a less straightforward adjective modification than spotting that ‘una organizacién’ needs
a feminine adjectival ending. In 8(b), ‘Miembros’ has been recognised as a third person plural
subject, whereas in 8(j), ‘ellos’ was mistaken for a first person plural subject.

The verb in 8(f) is a form that does not exist in any tense, and in 8(h), the verb ‘preocuparse’
has been mistaken for an ‘~er’ verb and the reflexive pronoun has been overlooked.

This question will largely test verbs and adjectives so it is advisable for candidates to practice
these extensively. This should include different verb types like reflexives, stem-changers and

irregulars in a range of tenses. The prescribed grammar list in the specification will be helpful
to teachers when preparing their students for this exercise.
