The candidate answered correctly and succinctly, avoiding lifting whole phrases from the
source text. There is no superfluous information and the syntactical order of the information
in the response matches the syntax used in the question.

This response received 2 marks.

The candidate earned two marks. One for identifying how Mrs. Papastavrou felt; one for
substantiating the response with evidence from the text. The evidence, in the form of a
quotation, was aptly indicated with quotation marks. Some spelling errors in the response
did not interfere with communication and, as they were not linked to grammatical inflection
either, they were not penalised.

This response received 0 marks.
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The candidate’s response earned no marks. It did not identify Mrs Papastavrou’s feelings
towards food waste. The second part of the response did not follow logically from the first
part. There is evidence that the candidate was not familiar with the practice of substantiating
a response with a quotation from the source text.

The first detail refers to the practice of not
buying something just because it is cheap. The second detail refers to the practice of knowing
the quantity that is needed and buying accordingly, therefore minimising waste.

The candidate has provided only one detail. Careful reading of the rubric and understanding
of what is expected will minimise the possibility of lost marks because of omission. Even
though absence of the stress is not penalised in this section, it is advisable to indicate it
consistently, so as it becomes standard good practice.

This response received 8 marks.

This is an individual response that covered important aspects of the holistic approach adopted
by the organisation. The inclusion of data reinforces Mrs Papastavrou’s commitment to her
organisation’s mission and is one important aspect of her holistic approach. The candidate
identified the ways in which Mrs Papastavrou uses language to express her own engagement
with saving food and redistributing it to those in need. The evidence selected supports the
points being made quite well, although there are some omissions. This response would have
been more comprehensive had the candidate addressed the educational aspect of the work
that Mrs Papastavrou and her colleagues have undertaken.

This response received 6 marks.

This response is lengthier in description than expected. In addition, the syntactical
arrangement of the response, with overtly long sentences, does not contribute to the overall
effectiveness of the argument. This answer focuses on one aspect of the question
comprehensively but neglects to address the issue of the persuasive use of language
adequately. The candidate has made a reasonable attempt to address the question and has

only partially succeeded.

This response received 9 marks.

This response offers solid and persuasive explanation of how the writer creates effect through
linguistic and structural techniques. The candidate identifies the use of the imperative as a
device of persuasion that transfers the responsibility for these actions onto the consumers.
The comparison to the habits of other societies is clearly pointed out as a mechanism that
propels consumers into action. The evidence selected in the form of quotations is well
integrated into the argument, it is precise and it fully supports the points being made. The
occasional omission does not detract from the purposefulness of the argument.

The evidence selected is relevant to the one point made. There are some inaccuracies (the
article does not use the second person singular) and some omissions (the last point is not
substantiated). The response neglects to refer to comparative practices in the USA and
relevant statistics, which the writers of the webpage employ as a compelling tool of
persuasion. The conclusion is neither expanded upon nor substantiated with examples.

This response received 13 marks.

This is a very good response that considers perceptive comparisons between the texts,
beginning with their respective titles. It offers a good analysis of commonalities (theme and
purpose) and identifies clearly the differences in approach between the speakers/writers and
the different ways in which they make use of linguistic and structural techniques. The
candidate highlights the personal empirical tone of the first text and the advisory and practical
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tone of the second. The evidence selected is balanced across both texts, it is precise, and it
fully supports the points being made. Some repetition and omissions deprived this otherwise

clear response of full marks.

Despite awkwardness in expression and insecure grammar, this response considers a range
of comparisons between the texts. There may be some areas of ambiguity but there is
evidence of independent thinking, especially in the third paragraph, where the candidate
identifies the directness of the second text, which is deemed to be effective in inviting the
reader to action. The concluding point however, which begins with “on the contrary”, could
benefit from some development as it is not clear how it fits in the overall argument. The

evidence selected from the text lacks balance and the candidate stops short from drawing
substantiated conclusions.

The response considers obvious comparisons between the texts, but does not include any
examples from the two sources, in order to substantiate the points being made. When the
candidate emphasises the importance of “personal experience” in the first paragraph, the
point remains undeveloped as it lacks supporting details. Some examples of “personal
experience” and other relevant quotations illustrating the arguments regarding linguistic and
structural features would have been a plus.
