FAQs – CQR
What does a Centre Quality Reviewer actually do?
A Centre Quality Reviewer (CQR) visits centres as part of vocational Centre Quality Review and Development (CQRD) to report on the effectiveness of qualifications from Entry to Level 3. The CQR also supports the centres in maintaining their quality processes and systems.
How do I apply and what is the selection procedure?
For up-to-date information on opportunities in your region please check the vacancy page of our web site. If you meet the stated criteria, complete the online application form and selection exercise. References will be required to confirm your appointment. If you are successful in your application, you will be required to complete induction training before we can offer you allocations. 
How do I find out about training?
Please check the vacancy advert on our web site for details of training and the relevant dates. You will be informed of the outcome of your application by email and if successful, your name will be added to the list of newly recruited CQRs to be invited to training. Invitation to training depends on the current demand for CQRs in your particular region. If we are not able to offer you training at the time of your application you will remain on the reserve list until training is available. Once in post, CQRs are expected to complete annual updating training.
If I were to become a Centre Quality Reviewer what would my time commitment be?
A Centre Quality Reviewer is required to make one visit to each centre allocated to them and they are normally allocated about twelve centres. You would be expected to make your visit  between October and April.

How long would I need to be away from my place of work?

Each visit to a centre will take about a day to complete. We try to offer you centres within a 70 to 100 mile radius of your home.
How much would I get paid?
£205 for a centre visit, which is a fixed rate and not linked to the programmes covered. You would be entitled to expenses associated with the visit, and for attending training if this involved travelling to a venue.
