Your task is to fundraise in local schools and colleges, and in the local community using WaterAid resources. You have also been given the name of a contact in the local water company who will support your efforts to fundraise by providing you with materials and giving presentations when required.

You have decided to set up groups in the schools and college and discuss the types of fundraising that they could carry out using the WaterAid support materials. These include setting up groups to fundraise through:

· a quiz night

· walk for water 

· dance for water or

· sing for water.

Introduction for learner

They work with local partners and influence decision-makers to maximise their impact. Using the template provided, or another suitable format, record any research that you do to help you identify a suitable WaterAid fundraising sustainability project. You should make a note of any interesting information that you think will be helpful when planning and carrying out your project.

Space has been provided for you to reference and write a short assessment of the reliability and usefulness of any sources of information that you have used.

	Two - Project planning and management
i) With the support of your tutor, and working in small groups, decide on a fundraising WaterAid sustainability project.  Remember your project must be based on at least one of the eight sustainability gateways that you have been introduced to.  

ii) Write a short description of the project you have chosen and a list of the aims and objectives that you are hoping to achieve.  A template has been provided for you.

iii) With your group (and with support from your teacher)

· Decide on the location of where you will carry out your fundraising project

· Decide who will contact the local WaterAid volunteer

· Decide who will contact the local water company 

· Decide which team member will be responsible for each activity and set a timeline for completing each activity.  

iv) Carry out a risk assessment of your project to highlight any potential health and safety risks and make recommendations to reduce any risks highlights, including any protective clothing and equipment necessary.

Learners could invite a WaterAid volunteer in to discuss their project and contact the local water company through the WaterAid volunteer.

	Three – Project Implementation

Now you’ve done the planning and prepared for potential risks, it’s time to carry out your project.  Your tutor will observe you to ensure that you are working safely and in line with risk assessment recommendations.

Each member of the group should keep a personal record of the activities that they undertake as part of the project and measure each activity against the original project plan.

You can choose how you wish to log the project activities.  This could be in the form of a written diary, video diary, blog or a log book.

Remember that your records will form part of a final project report so you must make sure they are accurate.

	Four – Report, Presentation and Review

i) Once you have completed the project you should produce a report to present the results of your project and reflect on its success.  

Your final report could be in the form of a formal written report, a presentation, a poster or any other suitable format.

Your report must include the following information:

· the outcomes/results of your project

· the success of your project relative to the aims and objectives that you set out before you carried out the project

ii) As part of your report you should identify at least TWO strengths and TWO weaknesses of your project.

iii) Evaluate your own performance in undertaking the project.

	Learners must present the results of their project in a suitable format.  Learners can work in groups for this task but each learner must produce a self-evaluation as well as a list of the strengths and weaknesses of the project.

	Five - Recommendations

By now, you have carried out a fundraising WaterAid sustainability project, reported on the results and reflected on the strengths and weaknesses. 

In your group, carefully consider your findings and results and in light of these make a recommendation to the WaterAid volunteer that will promote sustainability of water within global communities and in relation to the gateway(s) that your project focused on.

You can include your recommendation in your project report or present in any other suitable format.

	Recommendation should be related to the gateway they have focused on and in relation to the type of community that they have chosen.  Presentation can be presented in any suitable format.


Note for assessors:

Centres need to be vigilant to ensure that learners are able to differentiate between reputable and biased information (biased information may be circulated by groups with a vested interest, such as companies advertising so-called ‘greenwash’, or pressure groups wishing to gain publicity or increase donations). Learners can find it difficult to determine where vested interests lie, and are likely to need guidance. It may be possible for tutors to assess and review research before learners undertake any further work, to ensure that they have not been misled by biased information.
